The First Lesson 
Ezekiel 37:15-end 

 
Here begins the fifteenth verse of the thirty seventh Chapter of the 
book of the prophet Ezekiel. 
 
The word of the Lord came to me: Mortal, take a stick and write on it, 
‘For Judah, and the Israelites associated with it’; then take another 
stick and write on it, ‘For Joseph (the stick of Ephraim) and all the 
house of Israel associated with it’; and join them together into one 
stick, so that they may become one in your hand.  And when your 
people say to you, ‘Will you not show us what you mean by these?’ say 
to them, Thus says the Lord God: I am about to take the stick of Joseph 
(which is in the hand of Ephraim) and the tribes of Israel associated 
with it; and I will put the stick of Judah upon it, and make them one 
stick, in order that they may be one in my hand.  When the sticks on 
which you write are in your hand before their eyes, then say to them, 
Thus says the Lord God: I will take the people of Israel from the 
nations among which they have gone, and will gather them from every 
quarter, and bring them to their own land.  I will make them one 
nation in the land, on the mountains of Israel; and one king shall be 
king over them all.  Never again shall they be two nations, and never 
again shall they be divided into two kingdoms.  They shall never again 
defile themselves with their idols and their detestable things, or with 
any of their transgressions.  I will save them from all the apostasies 
into which they have fallen, and will cleanse them.  Then they shall be 
my people, and I will be their God. 
My servant David shall be king over them; and they shall all have one 
shepherd.  They shall follow my ordinances and be careful to observe 
my statutes.  They shall live in the land that I gave to my servant Jacob, 
in which your ancestors lived; they and their children and their 
children’s children shall live there for ever; and my servant David shall 
be their prince for ever.  I will make a covenant of peace with them; it 
shall be an everlasting covenant with them; and I will bless them and 
multiply them, and will set my sanctuary among them for 
evermore.  My dwelling-place shall be with them; and I will be their 
God, and they shall be my people.  Then the nations shall know that I 
the Lord sanctify Israel, when my sanctuary is among them for 
evermore.

The Second Lesson 
1 John 2:22-end 

 
Here begins the twenty second verse of the second Chapter 
of the first letter of John. 
 
Who is the liar but the one who denies that Jesus is the Christ?  This is 
the antichrist, the one who denies the Father and the Son.  No one 
who denies the Son has the Father; everyone who confesses the Son 
has the Father also.  Let what you heard from the beginning abide in 
you.  If what you heard from the beginning abides in you, then you will 
abide in the Son and in the Father. And this is what he has promised 
us, eternal life. 
 
 



I write these things to you concerning those who would deceive 
you.  As for you, the anointing that you received from him abides in 
you, and so you do not need anyone to teach you.  But as his anointing 
teaches you about all things, and is true and is not a lie, and just as it 
has taught you, abide in him. 
And now, little children, abide in him, so that when he is revealed we 
may have confidence and not be put to shame before him at his 
coming. 
If you know that he is righteous, you may be sure that everyone who 
does right has been born of him.
